Historical Chevrolet Tidbits    (The 1953 Chevrolet )  

The 1953 Chevrolet Bel Air provides an excellent example of a popular practice in the Detroit of the 1950s 
called "reskinning"  -- making an old car look new without changing its basic structure by applying different 
outer panels. In order to solve the problem of extending the sales life of the 1949 Chevrolet, " reskinning " 
was the obvious answer by  General Motors.  

 

Singer Dinah Shore, Chevrolet's TV spokesperson in those days, introduced it as "a glamorous new star," 
paused while the camera cut to a close up, then gushingly asked: "Isn't that about the prettiest thing you ever 
saw?" 

For 1953, Chevrolets with "Special" level features and trim were called the Chevy 150; with "Deluxe" level 
features and trim were now called Chevy 210 and Chevy Bel Air is now identified as a level of trim instead of 
a particular body style.  

Chevrolet gave customers a choice of two 6 cylinders engines. They could choose the high compression 115 
horsepower "Blue Flame" teamed with a Powerglide automatic transmission or the advanced 108 horsepower 
"Thrifty King" engine with a standard transmission. The new Powerglide transmission allowed faster getaway 
and greater passing ability.  

One-piece windshields (replacing twin -panes), and a prominent oval grille whose three vertical. "teeth" 
provided a familial resemblance to the 1953 Corvette. Rear ends on hardtops and sedans gained a bulkier, 
more "important" look, and introduced bodyside two -toning on Bel Air rear fenders. Artful die changes also 
reshaped rear side -window openings.  

Accessories for 1953 included - Parking brake alarm, radio antenna, arm rest, ash tray, wiring junction block, 
battery filler cap, electric or hand wind clock, radiator overflow condenser, rear wheel cover panel, window 
rain deflector, head lamp dimmer, stainless steel wheel trim, heater and defroster, backup lamp, courtesy 
lamp, portable spot lamp, under hood lamp, glove compartment lamp, luggage compartment lamp, cigarette 
lighter, floor mats, manual or push button radio, rear speaker, shaver, sunshade, outside sun -visor, tool kit, 
traffic light viewer, windshield washer and vanity visor.  

Chevrolet produced a 1953 Chevy Bel Air Convertible and a 1953 Chevy 210 Convertible. This was to be the 
only year in production for the Two Ten Convertible and they are very rare.  

 

In 1953 Chevrolet offered 14 different solid colors; Mayland Black; Driftwood Gray; Dusk Gray, Surf Green, 
Woodland Green, Regatta Blue, Horizon Blue, Sahara Beige, Madeira Maroon, Target Red, Campus Cream, 
Sun Gold, Saddle Brown, and India Ivory.

Taking care of your classic in Hot Weather  
 
Check the level and strength of the coolant.  A low coolant level may allow your engine to 
overheat.  Never run straight water in the radiator. Water does cool better than antifreeze, but 
antifreeze is required to raise the boiling temperature of the coolant and to protect against 
corrosion.  
 
Check your air conditioner.  Make sure the A/C blows cold air and is working properly If the A/C is 
not blowing cold air, the refrigerant charge may be low. The system should be checked for leaks 
before adding refrigerant.  
 
Check the age of your battery.  Most car batteries only last 4 or 5 years. Hot weather is actually 
harder on batteries than cold weather because it increases the rate of evaporation of the liquid 
electrolyte inside the battery (this is not a problem with gel type batteries).  
 
Change the oil.  Replacing old dirty oil with fresh oil can increase the lubrication protection for 
your engine. Switching to a heavier viscosity motor oil  during hot weather is a good idea, 
especially on older high mileage engines. For example, you might want to change from 5W -30 to 
10W-30, 10W -40 or 20W -30 for hot weather driving. Synthetic motor oils  are even better for high 
temperature protection.  
 
Check or replace the windshield wipers.  Natural rubber wiper blades have a limited life of a year 
or less. Sun exposure, extreme heat and cold all age the rubber and cause it to become hard and 
brittle.  
 
Check Your Tires.  Check the tire for wear, uneven wear, age cracks or damage. Check the 
inflation pressure in all the tiers, including the spare. Underinflated tires makes the tires run hot 
and increases the risk of a blowout.  
 
Keep cool.  Buy a sun shade for the windshield to reflect light so the interior doesn't get so hot if 
the vehicle is parked in direct sunlight. Leave the windows cracked so hot air can escape. This 
can lighten the cooling load on the air conditioner when the vehicle is first started, and prevent 
you from getting a hot seat or burning yourself on hot interior surfaces.  
 
Protect yourself.  Wear a hat to keep the hot sun off your head.  Wear some sun screen, and carry 
a bottle of water in the car in case you get stuck for a long period of time in traffic or have a 
break -down on a hot day.
