The Summer Travels of club member Lee Caplan 

 

In August, Lee Caplan attended the 53rd 
A n n u a l  V e r m o n t  A u t o m o b i l e 
Enthusiasts  Antique and Classic Car Meet in 
Stowe, Vermont. The show runs three days. 
On Saturday the town of Stowe holds an 
antique car parade and street dance. There 
were approximately 700 cars registered for 
the show and an estimated half of the show 
participants drove in the parade and many 
stayed for the street dance which lasted 
until 10 PM. The judged show was on Sunday and Lee½s 1955 Chevrolet won 2nd place in its 
class. 

In September, Lee traveled to Wisconsin to attend the Beloit Autorama, and to see if he could 
learn a little about the history of his 1955 Chevrolet 210 Sport Coupe. He drove his ¼55 to 
Janesville, Wisconsin to take a look at the factory in which his car was built late in the 1955 
model run. General Motors announced that they would close the Janesville plant in 2008, 
GM½s oldest operating plant, after variously producing farm machinery, Chevrolet motor 
vehicles of all sizes and war material starting in 1919.   

Lee shot about 10 photos before  a security guard  ushered him off of the property.   The next 
day, Lee attended the Autorama, co -sponsored by the Blue Ribbon Classic Chevy Club, an 
organization very much like our own.                               

They had 411 pre -registrations and over 950 vehicles on the show field on a rainy and cool 
day. In good weather they attract in excess of 1300 cars. Lee was not the furthest to travel to 
the show as he met a patron showing a 1972 Datsun 240Z who had brought the car from 
Florida. The award winner for best in show (original) traveled over 500 miles from Missouri for 
the event. Lee spoke  with several attendees who recalled his car  from the days when 
it  was owned  and shown in the Janesville/Beloit/Rockford, Illinois region.  Lee hopes to 
obtain more info and photos of his car as he continues his research.
